Although S. Thomas' College at Gurutalawa begaanasitegral part of the
School founded by Bishop James Chapman at Mutwall861, those
associated with the School have always considereR.[.. Hayman as the
'Founder’ of STC at Gurutalawa. In one sense, & feaalthough he would
perhaps have preferred to have stayed at Mouninizavit was he that
practically built the School that continued at Gatawa when the war ended
in 1945 and the majority of exiled Thomians retarthe Mount Lavinia. He
was for STC at Gurutalawa what Warden Stone wad/Mmunt Lavinia — a
transplanter & builder.
